Representatives of the congregation bring the people’s offerings of
bread and wine, and money or other gifts, to the celebrant. The people
stand while the offerings are presented and placed on the Altar.

But chiefly are we bound to praise you for the glorious
resurrection of your Son Jesus Christ our Lord; for he is the true
Paschal Lamb, who was sacrificed for us, and has taken away the
sin of the world. By his death he has destroyed death, and by his
rising to life again he has won for us everlasting life.

Therefore we praise you, joining our voices with Angels and
Archangels and with all the company of heaven, who for ever sing
this hymn to proclaim the glory of your Name:

Sanctify them by your Holy Spirit to be for your people the Body
and Blood of your Son, the holy food and drink of new and
unending life in him. Sanctify us also that we may faithfully
receive this holy Sacrament, and serve you in unity, constancy,
and peace; and at the last day bring us with all your saints into the
joy of your eternal kingdom.

All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ. By him, and with
him, and in him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit all honor and glory
is yours, Almighty Father, now and for ever.

To receive the consecrated bread, extend your hands
upward with palms crossed. When receiving the wine, please guide the
chalice to your lips by grasping the base of it. If you prefer not to receive
Communion, you may come to the altar rail and fold your arms across
your chest to receive a blessing from the priest. If you are unable to
come to the altar rail to receive Communion, please let a greeter know
so the sacrament may be brought to you at your seat.
