Take them in
remembrance that Christ died for you, and feed on him in your
hearts by faith, with thanksgiving.

The Episcopal Church invites all baptized persons of any age to receive
Communion. The greeters will send the people to the altar rail a family
or two at a time, to enable distancing, sending families with children too
young to be vaccinated first.

To receive the consecrated bread, extend your hands upward with palms
crossed. You may then either remove your mask and consume your
wafer or leave your mask on and your wafer in your hand so the chalice
bearer can dip it in the wine for you. When receiving the wine from the
common cup, please guide the chalice to your lips by grasping the base
of it. If you prefer not to receive Communion, you may come to the altar
rail and fold your arms across your chest to receive a blessing from the
priest. If you are unable to come to the altar rail to receive Communion,
please let a greeter know so the sacrament may be brought to you at
your seat.

After the second lesson is read, children of all ages will be invited
forward for the Children’s Sermon. Afterward, those who choose
will process out of the church for an age-appropriate presentation
of the gospel lesson and then a chance to respond to it. This time
is led by a variety of creative and loving teachers, and parents are
always welcome to accompany their child. The children will return

to join their families at the Peace.
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
